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I can use a study room if I need a quiet place to take a break, 
calm down, or do homework.
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Sensory Support Bins are available at the Youth & Teen desk. 
I can ask to use them if I feel overwhelmed.
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I can attend a storytime or program with other kids.
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I can borrow books, movies, games, and more.
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I use my library card to check out my materials at the self-
checkout kiosk or at the Youth & Teen desk.
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I can also bring my items downstairs to the main desk.
Library staff will help me get a library card, answer 

questions, or help me check out my materials.
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When it’s time to leave, I say goodbye to the Library!
I am always welcome here and can come back again.
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
